THE REAL THING 
 

A person is not a Jew who is one only outwardly, nor is 
circumcision merely outward and physical. No, a person is 
a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is circumci-
sion of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the written code. 
Such a personõs praise is not from other people, but from 
God. Romans 2:28-29. 
 
A majority of people in the US would call themselves a 
òChristian.ó A recent Gallup poll shows that 70% of Amer-
icans identify as Christian. While that number is in decline, 
it is still an overwhelming majority. But what makes some-
one a Christian ð a follower of Jesus? 
 
In our passage today, Paul discusses the merits of being a 
Jew. He cites several benefits but then makes this state-
ment from chapter 2 verses 28-29. It would seem these 
Jews had staked their claim on their heritage of being a Jew 
in name (outwardly) rather than being a Jew in life 
(inwardly). He even calls out the act of circumcision, 
which created their identity. 
 
It makes one wonder whether we have done the same thing 
today. We stake our claim as a Christian on the outward 
appearances of specific acts, works, or events that deter-
mine our legitimacy. Such as; baptism; Lordõs supper; mis-
sion trips; giving to charity; worship attendance; name on 
the building etc. 
 
If we are not convicted in our hearts for the purposes of 
Christ and His will then we are not really Christians. We 
are not Christians based upon our appearance outwardly. 
We are Christians because of who we are inwardly by the 
Spirit and not just the written code.
